	Intent
	Our aim is to provide children with key transferrable writing skills, who write with confidence and accuracy for a variety of purposes and audiences whilst developing their own individual flair. We want our children to be able to write with grammatical accuracy and apply spelling patterns correctly using a fluent joined handwriting style.  We aim to expose our children to a wide range of vocabulary so that they can use them when speaking both informally and formally.  We aim for our children to apply all these writing skills to all areas of the curriculum.

	Implementation
	The Writing Journey
Each writing unit is planned in accordance with the national curriculum objectives, whilst considering the purpose of writing.  Where possible writing units will be linked to the topic, so that children can benefit from the links and deepen their understanding.  Where possible ICT will be used, to improve children’s communication skills and to give a different platform to present / perform their work.
	SPaG
SPaG is taught as part of the English lesson and there is clear progression throughout the school.
Spellings are taught according to the rules and words contained in Appendix 1 of the English National Curriculum. 
When marking work, teachers identify words that children have spelt incorrectly from within that child’s known ability and the child will
practice these as part of their English/Phonics lesson.
	Handwriting
Handwriting is taught using the Letter Join programme.  A high standard of joined cursive handwriting is modelled across school and children are encouraged to imitate this. Handwriting is taught and practised regularly and is expected to be evidenced throughout all work produced.

	
	Cross Curricular
Writing is taught across the curriculum ensuring that skills taught in these lessons are applied in other subjects.
	Quality resources
Resources are used to adapt learning to meet all learning styles.  Children have access to these resources in all lessons to help support their writing. 
Modelling is used to ensure that the children understand what the expectations are for their year group and what features should be included. 
	Assessment
Attainment in writing is measured consistently throughout the year.  At the three assessment checkpoints, progress is tracked.  Termly moderations take place, to quality assure judgements made.  These are either in house, or as part of a cluster of schools.

	
	SEND/ Lowest 20%
As with all learners, Rosenshine’s principles are embedded to ensure high quality teaching and learning and progression. This includes: reviewing past learning, retrieval of key knowledge and learning in small steps. Where necessary, pupils in the lowest 20% of attainers, will receive target and structured intervention e.g. precision teaching These pupils will require an emphasis on small steps with scaffolds and modelling to enable them to achieve the expected objectives within the lesson.  All four areas of need will be supported using reasonable adjustments.

	Pupil Voice
Through discussion and feedback, children talk enthusiastically about their writing and understand the importance of it.
	Evidence in Knowledge
Pupils can make links between the different themes and genres within them. They can recognise similarities and differences and apply this to their writing.

	Evidence in skills
Children are taught writing progressively and at a pace appropriate to each individual child. Teachers subject knowledge ensures that skills taught, are matched to National Curriculum objectives.
	Outcomes
At the end of each year we expect the children to have achieved Age Related Expectations (ARE) for their year group. Some children will have progressed further and achieved greater depth (GD). Pupils falling into the lowest 20% category make progress from their starting point and as with all pupils are proud of the progress they have made.
