This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 

Curriculum Music:  Part A
At Lawley Village Academy we follow a curriculum which broadly echoes that of the model music curriculum (March 2021) but is developed to include up to date changes in the industry, teacher specialisms and equipment. 
Our curriculum includes the following:
· 1 x 20 minute whole school music and singing assembly
· 45-minute weekly lessons (using Sing Up curriculum) to include:
· Singing
· Listening
· Composing
· Class instrumental ensembles
· Song writing/notation/Improvisation
· Performing/Instrumental Performance

	· 1 term of whole class tuned instrument tuition (Toots) for all Year 5 & 6 pupils taught by external music specialists 

	· Weekly in class music lessons for all children taught by class teacher/cover supervisor.

· In class opportunities to sing and play tuned (glockenspiels) and untuned (hand percussion) instruments.

· Lessons are provided by Telford and Wrekin Music for a fee of £9.65 per lesson.
· An opportunity to lessen barriers for progression through instrument loans via the Music Service where available.
· Opportunities for children to join free Music Service area ensembles 
· Whole or partial remissions are available to those receiving benefits.

	Choir
· Whole school, half hour lunch-time choir sessions taught by an in-house music teacher.

KS2 Music Club
Weekly 1-hour session after school.  A range of activities covering all 4 elements of the music curriculum.

Opportunities for children to further develop their:
A) music theory (pitch, tempo, etc.)
B) composition
C) instrumental work using iPads and recording technology.
D) instrument/ensemble playing (Boom Whackers, glockenspiels, ukelele).

All after school clubs are offered for a parental contribution of £2 per week.

Depending on circumstances, clubs are funded by school when necessary.  This is on a pupil-by-pupil basis.
